Abstract

The Covid-19 pandemic, from the first moment of its appearance affected education systems across the globe.
Data from the European Union and UNESCO report that 195 countries have taken measures to suspend in-
person teaching at all levels, affecting approximately 1.6 billion students (UNESCO, 2021). The paper
