Abstract:

New Technologies have made the life of English language teachers somewhat
more challenging, in the past few years. One of the main features of this presentation is
that it makes direct links between English language learning and the school curriculum.
This happens in two ways- Firstly, there are links with broader educational aims, such
as developing PROBLEM- SOLVING abilities, AUTONOMY, QUESTIONING,
cooperative learning and so on.

Secondly, there are direct links with school subjects, such as Science,
Geography, Language and so on. There are a number of reasons why this is important.
Language teaching is a part of education, and needs to take its full educational
responsibility.

A cross- curricular approach also offers students an ideal opportunity to
refresh and revise what they have done in other subject areas and to make links with
what they have learnt so that their knowledge becomes more active. This makes both
learning and teaching more interesting and more memorable.

Using the example of the United Nations organization and its works around the
world, with direct links to the UN.org . homepage , the students not only become
more aware citizens of the world but also practice their computing and language skills,
while having a great time : sharing ideas, negotiating and role-playing debates and
problem-solving situations in the so called UN student models.

As a school , we had the chance to participate in the Athens UN Model ( 15-
17 March, 2001 ) representing the Member State of Rwanda. We mostly used sites
on the Internet , especially the United Nations Organization web page .

It thus makes sense to take this fact into account and build the use of new
technologies and multi-media applications into our language teaching methodology. It
is a rewarding experience, indeed.

THE UNITED NATIONS: ORGANIZATION

The name “United Nations”, coined' by United States President Frank — Lin
D. Roosevelt, was first used in the “Declaration by United Nations” of 1 January 1942,
when representatives of 26 nations pledged” their Governments to continue fighting
together against the Axis Powers during the Second Word War.

The United Nations Charter was drawn® up by representatives of 50 countries
at the United Nations Conference on International Organization, which met in San
Francisco from 25 April to 26 June 1945. Those delegates® deliberated on the basis of
proposals worked out by the representatives of China, The Soviet Union, the United
Kingdom ant the United States at Dumbarton Oaks in August- October 1944. The
Charter was signed on 26 June 1945 by the representatives of the 50 countries. Poland,
which was not represented at the Conference, signed it later and became one of the
original 51 Member States.

The United Nations officially came into existence’ on 24 October 1945, when
the Charter had been ratified® by China, France, the Soviet Union, the United
Kingdom and the United States and by a majority’ of other signatories®. United
Nations Day is celebrated on 24 October each year.

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The United Nations Charter is the constituting instrument of the Organization,
setting out the rights and obligations of Member States, and establishing the United
Nations organs and procedures. An international treaty’, the Charter codifies the major
principles of international relations — from the sovereign'® equality of States to the
prohibition of the use of force in international relations.

The Charter opens with a Preamble, and includes chapters on United Nations
Purposes and Principles, Membership, Organs, Pacific Settlement of Disputes, Action
with Respect to Threats to the Peace, Breaches of the Peace and Acts of Aggression,
International Economic Cooperation, and Non-Self-Governing Territories.
