Abstract



One of the most important debates in contemporary teaching practices relates to the
inclusion of disabled children within the school community. Students of typical
education usually view difference as a new conceptual entity. It can be argued that
this viewpoint leads people to adopt defensive strategies, which are against the new
possibilities that disability may bring. The creation of successful inclusive practices in
which children are mutually accepted highly depends on the way that non-disabled
children conceive disability. So, hearing children’s voices and understanding their
perceptions towards peers with disability is considered to be very important for
bridging up any social gaps between non-disabled and disabled children. Under the
aforementioned framework, this study aims to outline the relations between non-
disabled and disabled pupils taking into account mediating factors that are used (by
the teachers) for the adoption of more positive attitudes (by their students).
Furthermore, a wider aim of this chapter is to formulate and highlight practices that
will lead children to develop relationships of acceptance and interaction between
themselves. Finally, this chapter proposes that those inclusive practices should pay
significant attention to the creation of an interactive school and educational climate.
