Abstract



Some researchers have examined the link between personality and bullying.
According to the international literature, the important role of personality in the onset
of school bullying has been investigated through the theoretical framework of the
Three Factor Model, Big Five Model and Core Self-Evaluations. Eysenck defines
personality traits as an observed consistency of behavior in different situations. His
theory argues the existence of three personality traits: psychoticism (P), extraversion
(E) and neuroticism (N). According to the Big Five Model, the personality factors are
generally known as Neuroticism (N), Extraversion (E), Openness to Experience (O),
Agreeableness (A) and Conscientiousness (C) (Costa & McCrae, 1992). It’s important
to note that there is a strong correlation between victimization and introversion as
well as a connection between abuse and psychoticism. This chapter will focus on the
Neuroticism and Extraversion as the most significant psychological characteristics
which have implications for children’s aggressive behavior. In addition, we will refer
to the Core Self-Evaluations (CSE) and the link between the four personality traits
(locus of control, neuroticism, self-efficacy, self-esteem) negative self appraisal and
low confidence.
