Abstract

Most of the researchers of the field of gifted children, emphasize more on matters of
intelligence and creativity, rather than on the strategies that these children use in order
to adjust themselves to the climate of the school class. One of these strategies is the
sense of humor. It has been shown that, while this type of humor is evidence of high
intellectual functioning, it may be disturbing and may cause students and teachers to
feel discontent? The gifted student who uses his/her humor in order to act as if he/she
is the “smart guy”, is likely that he/she acts like that as a result of various reasons,
such as boredom, stress and the need to be pleasant to others. Still, these children do
not preceive life as funny, but face with maturity every incident that arises in their
lives. Nevertheless, it has to be taken into consideration that gifted students use
humor according to the situation and the listener, and they often differentiate it in
order to be endearing to others.
