Abstract

This study aims to investigate modern educational e-learning and classroom training
methods for the professional development of employees. More specifically, the study
focuses on the use of e-learning and its assessment of learning results, the comparison
between the two learning methods and their effectiveness as well as the identification

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of the defects of the two methods. Moreover, the participants in the study were required
to mitigate possible defects through the provision of alternative or remedial
suggestions. The qualitative study was conducted on bank employees who were
required to participate in interviews in which to express their views and describe their
experiences as for their professional training. The findings of the study indicated that
bank employees consider e-learning to have both positive (time, place and attendance
flexibility, educational material accessibility) and negative aspects (lack of interaction
and communication with the instructor). In addition, bank employees showed their
preference for classroom training and its effectiveness, emphasizing the importance of
receiving answers to their questions immediately, interpersonal communication,
knowledge utility and practice. Finally, bank employees pinpointed a number of defects
for both methods and suggested alternatives, the most important of which was blended
learning, a combination of e-learning and conventional learning, which incorporates the
positive features of the methods.
