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Abstract

The creation of a learning profile for each distance learner can predict his/her efforts
for successful studies. International literature records many demographic and personal
characteristics of distance learners. This paper presents those characteristics and
suggests an implementation for Hellenic Open University, in order to facilitate
distance learning studies.
